Christmas Recipe – Cape Cod Cranberry Pie
This is a recipe from one of our cherished
members, Beverly Alexander, who passed away
this year.  Jean Zeigler passed her recipe on to us.
Pastry for 2-crust pie
Serves 8
1 _ cups cranberries – coarsely chopped
1 cup peeled and diced apples
_ cup raisins
_ cup chopped walnuts
1 _ cups sugar
2 Tbls. flour
1 teas. ground cinnamon
_ cup cranberry juice

1 teas. vanilla
_ cup butter
Line 9-inch pie plate with pastry.  Toss together
all remaining ingredients except butter, spoon into
pie shell and dot with butter.  Cut strips from
remaining crust to make lattice topping.  Bake in
preheated 425° ovens for 40 minutes until fruits
are tender and pastry is golden brown.
